                                 Geography at Southbury
 Intent
At Southbury, the teaching of Geography provides children with the cultural capital that they will need to succeed in their lives beyond primary education. Through trips, visits and discussions of current affairs, children become engaged with the world around them, at a local, national and international level. We want our pupils to develop a sense of belonging and responsibility, as well as pride in their local community. We want them to be able to speak in a confident and knowledgeable manner about a range of geographical topics. 
As children progress through school, skills are built upon each year in order to develop a deep and precise understanding of the geography curriculum. 
Implementation
 We teach the National Curriculum, supported by a clear skills and knowledge progression document. This ensures that skills and knowledge are built on year by year and sequenced appropriately to maximise learning for all children. 
It is important that children develop the skills of a geographer by fully immersing them in all areas of the subject. The local area is fully utilised to achieve desired outcomes, with opportunities for learning outside the classroom embedded in practise. School trips and fieldwork are provided to give first hand experiences, which enhance children’s understanding of the world beyond their locality. 
Impact
We measure the impact of our Geography curriculum through monitoring work, listening to the children’s attitudes about geography through pupil voice, by taking learning walks/ book looks and termly data analysis.  By the end of Year 6, we will see pupils who are able to speak confidently and articulately about the natural world as well as humans’ role within it.
